Its such a 
shame, cause it's really pleasing and easy to read. The story flows easily and you are caught in it from the very start.If 
you read on I will reveal the story to a huge degree. Do only read on when you want to know!It's about Rosabel or Bel 
for short who is a Werewolf. Because her parents died she lives with her relatives in a Pride of Werelions. As it 
becomes clear were soon, Werelions don't like Werewolfes. So she is constantly challenged to fight one of them to the 
death. Because her uncle trained her well she survives all fights till the day she's challenged right after a won battle 
again. She gets three days to regenerate which aren't nearly enough, so when she stands in the arena knowing she's 
going to die this time the Pride leaders son steps in for her. They become a couple but the challenges don't stop. Either 
one of them is fighting every week and for years they are the winners. When Bel realises that the challenges won't ever 
stop she leaves without notice to anyone to start somewhere else fresh and search for a Pack of Werewolfs were she 
can finally find a home without fighting for her life every week. She finds one at once and the leader of this Pack 
(Theo) is also her "true mate". Together they have to face a few obstacles before they can finally be together.As I said 
before, the story is quite captivating but there are a few things that disturbed me so much that it influences my whole 
thinking of this book. Here are the two greatest disturbances:First of all: Bel is often telling about her time with the 
Pride and the challenges she or her boyfriend fought every week - remember, to the death. I don't remember reading 
the exact amount of time she had to fight, but she was in a realationsship with this guy for six years, so lets just take 
six years, which have 52 weeks. Which makes 52 dead people a year, which are 312 dead people in total. How many 
people live in such a Pack??? And to make matters worse: The humans don't know of supernatural beings. So how is 
the death of so many people explained? Where to put their bodies? I mean, the Pride lives in a regular city, their 
existence unknown to humans, they die like in a row and no one thinks this strange?Second: In the last quarter of the 
book Theo, Bels true mate, is badly wounded in a fight and gets abducted. All the Pack members around her are in 
turmoil but she stays fairly calm - ? She thinks of a plan to rescue him and it is decided that, because a vampire has to 
be there to, it is to be the next evening. The meeting to discuss the details is to be held the next morning at 08.30. Bell 
attempts to talk to Theo mind to mind, which they can because they are true mates. So this guy she loves so much is

those pages a few times thinking I got it wrong but no. It seems to me the author has had a scenario for a final scene in 
mind and can't let go of it despite it's ruining the whole book.Such a shame!!!0 von 0 Kunden fanden die folgende 
Rezension hilfreich.
